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Slightly cooler than normal temperatures across much of British Columbia, western 

Manitoba and eastern Saskatchewan will experience temperatures above normal while 

Alberta and Ontario will see the month average out to near normal. Above normal rainfall 

is expected from Alberta eastward, while British Columbia and southern Alberta will be 

slightly below normal to seasonal accumulation.
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Southern areas province remain cooler than 

normal during the first half of the week; highs 

in the upper teens, later in the week highs in 

the mid 20s. Near seasonal in north, highs in 

the upper teens to lower 20s. Isolated rain 

showers, a chance for  moderate rain fall in 

the north near the end of the week.

Isolated rain showers early, then generally 

dry. Temperatures seasonal to above normal 

in northern areas, highs range from the upper 

teens to mid 20s, overnight lows are expected 

to range from 5 to 8°C. Southern areas should 

see near normal temperatures with the highs 

in the upper teens to low 20s, and the 

overnight low is expected to average near 

6°C.

Above normal temperature across the region 

with highs ranging from the mid 20s to the 

lower 30s. Isolated rain showers, especially 

in western Ontario. Mid week brings an 

opportunity to see moderate to heavy rain fall 

in both Manitoba and Ontario.

Generally a dry week with only occasional 

rain showers. Temperatures remain elevated 

with highs once again in the upper 20s to 

lower 30s. Ontario will continue this warm 

trend through the end of the week while 

Manitoba will cool near mid week when highs 

are near the mid 20s.

Periods of moderate to heavy rainfall in 

Manitoba during the week, Ontario may see 

heavier rain near midweek otherwise only 

scattered showers. Temperature cool 

dramatically highs across the region are 

expected to be in the upper teens to lower 

20s and overnight lows near 8°C.

Temperatures warm to near normal over 

most of Manitoba with highs in the mid teens 

until the end of the week when cooler 

temperatures return lowering highs to the 

upper teens. Ontario remains cool during this 

period with highs in the upper teens 

throughout the week. Moderate to heavy 

rainfall is possible near midweek otherwise 

isolated rain shower then drier conditions for 

the last half of the week.

Cooler temperature near the coast with highs 

in the mid to upper teens, highs increase to 

the mid 20s by the end of the week. Inland, 

highs in the upper teens to low 20s but cooler 

temperatures by the weekend with highs only 

in the mid teens. Generally dry with a chance 

for an isolated shower early.

Expect only isolated rain showers with no 

significant accumulation. Temperature cool 

near coastal areas with high in the upper 

teens, but warm to the low 20s by the end of 

the month. Inland the opposite occurs with 

above normal temperatures for most areas 

with highs in the lower to mid 20s.

Temperatures are expected to be above 

normal with highs in the upper 20s to low 30s 

for much of the week. Overnight lows should 

range from 11 to 15°C. Daily rainfall is 

expected over northern areas of the province 

with moderate rainfall through mid week. 

Southern areas should look for occasional 

rainfall near mid week otherwise dry.

Isolated rain showers across the province, 

northern areas may see moderate to heavy 

rainfall near the end of the week. 

Temperatures cool, especially in the southern 

half of the province. Highs in the south range 

from the low to upper teens in the north highs 

in the upper teens to lower 20s.
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Unseasonably cool by mid week near coastal 

areas with highs in the upper teens to low 20s 

and overnight lows around 11°C. Inland 

temperatures are also expected to be cooler 

than normal with highs in the mid to upper 

teens and overnight lows falling into the single 

digits. Generally dry near the coast and 

occasion showers inland.

A much wetter week with moderate rainfall 

early in the week near coastal areas then 

drying. Inland a much wetter week with 

occasional rain showers daily and a chance 

for heavier rainfall near mid week. 

Temperatures remain below normal with highs 

in the upper teens to low 20s.

Above normal temperatures begin the month 

with highs in the upper 20s to lower 30s. 

Overnight lows range from 14 to 17°C. 

Occasional rain showers should be expected 

with a chance for moderate to heavy rainfall 

near mid week.

Occasional rain showers, no significant 

accumulation. Temperatures begin the week 

well above normal with highs in the 30s but 

the daily high quickly cools to the low to mid 

20s for the remainder of the week.

Near seasonal temperatures begin the week 

with highs in the lower to mid 20s, by mid 

week temperatures cool to the upper teen to 

low 20s and overnight lows ranging from 6 to 

9°C. Occasional showers early with a chance 

for moderate rainfall, the second half of the 

week should be dry.

Occasional rain showers during mid period, 

conditions appear favorably for moderate to 

heavy rainfall during this period. 

Temperatures begin the period slightly cooler 

than normal with highs in the upper teens to 

lower 20s, mid week brings a warming trend 

with temperatures climbing to seasonal 

levels; highs in the mid 20s and overnight 

lows near 9°C.
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
